
Wonders of Vietnam (10 days / 9 nights)

Day 01 Arrive Hanoi: Vietnam’s capital is a stylish and gracious city that retains a unique olde-worlde charm and boasts some 
of Asia’s most striking colonial architecture. The many lakes and parks here make for a relaxing atmosphere. On arrival, 
you’re met and transferred to hotel.

Day 02 Hanoi (B. L.): Sightseeing introduces a visit to Ho Chi Minh’s Mausoleum…an incredibly impressive memorial to the 
Vietnamese leader. Then on to Ho Chi Minh’s former residence. Now to One Pillar Pagoda. On to gorgeous West Lake 
with its beautiful Tran Quoc Temple. Next to the Temple of Literature…built in 1070 in honour of Confucius. Then to the 
old quarter of Hanoi and a ride around town in a delightful Pedi cab. 

Day 03 Hanoi - Halong Bay (B. L. D.): Drive to Halong Bay, where you embark on a cruise… Halong Bay is a UNESCO world 

piece of nature behind.” Overnight on a Junk. 

Day 04 Halong - Hanoi - Danang - Hue (Brunch. D.): The day begins early, as you wake up to scenes of this UNESCO World 
Heritage Site… Enjoy the colours, warmth and aromas of this fabled bay which featured in a James Bond movie. At noon, 

Day 05 Hue - Hoian (B. L.): Hue is the ancient capital and cultural centre of Vietnam. Visit to Imperial Citadel (nicknamed the 
Forbidden City), Minh Mang Tomb, Thien Mu Pagoda and enjoy a boat cruise on Perfume River. Transfer to Hoian via Hai 
Van Pass. On arrival, check into the Hotel. 

Day 06 Hoian (B. L.): In 1999, the old town of Hoian was declared a World Heritage site by UNESCO as a well-preserved example 
of a Southeast Asian trading port of the 15th to 19th centuries, with buildings that display a unique blend of local and 

Japanese Bridge. 

Day 07 Hoian - Danang - Ho Chi Minh City (B. L. D.): 

Cathedral. Later, to the War Crimes Museum….containing exhibits relating to the American phase of the Vietnam War. 

Day 08 Ho Chi Minh City (B. L.): A morning excursion to the legendary tunnel network of Cu Chi District, known as the ‘Iron 
Triangle’ during the Vietnam War. The digging of the 215-kilometre tunnel system began in 1946, during the anti-
French resistance and continued until the end of the Vietnam War in 1975. Lunch is en route.

Day 09 Excursion To My Tho (B. L. D.): Enjoy a full-day excursion to My Tho, 75km south of Ho Chi Minh City, a peaceful town 
on the banks of the Mekong River. The tour includes a cruise on the Mekong River, a visit to orchards and a local home, 
a sampan ride on palm-shaped creeks, a taste of seasonal fruit and honey tea. Tonight, a farewell dinner.
